[bookmark: _GoBack]The Health Care Institute has continued to broaden its reach in its mission of educating healthcare facility management professionals. In 2015, HCI took its regional Hospital and Medical Facilities Summits to five cities and launched a new series of events focused on healthcare real estate. The HCI Summits provide a powerful day of networking for healthcare designers, builders, owners and facility managers. Speakers include decision-makers from some of the country’s leading healthcare systems, as well as experts on regulatory issues, and attendees have welcomed the interactive nature of these presentations. The new Real Estate events — to be held in four cities in 2016 — are unlike any other offering in the healthcare industry. In 2015 we saw this day-long event connect over 600 healthcare providers with designers, contractors and real estate experts in discussions around today’s growing trend toward the proliferation of off-campus, outpatient facilities. 
In addition to these regional initiatives, HCI has a strong presence at the country’s leading healthcare event, the Healthcare Design Expo + Conference (HCD). In 2015, HCI organized and led a track of 12 sessions geared specifically toward the needs of facility managers. Plans are underway for HCI’s participation at the 2016 event, scheduled for November 12-15, 2016 in Houston Texas. The HCI team has sorted through several hundred presentation submissions to craft a tight lineup of conversations that are expected to address the top issues impacting facility managers today.
In addition to these events, HCI also launched in 2015 an education initiative of another nature: Our BIM Initiative is intended to help healthcare owners, facility managers, industry professionals and regulators understand the vast benefits possible from adoption of standardized building information modeling tools. The BIM Initiative consists of a cross-functional, cross-industry team of owners, design professionals, academia, regulatory experts and industry consulting providers/experts.
